disappearing every minute*

Safeguarding habitat through a gift in your Will is a crucial first step to save all
the life that lives within it. Our unique approach puts land into the hands of local
communities who best know how to care and protect it in perpetuity.

All around the world we look to secure land with the greatest potential to protect rich
biodiversity or combat catastrophic climate change. From Amazonian rainforest to
African savannah, Armenian steppe to Asian mangroves, our aim is to expand and
protect threatened habitats to make them bigger, better and more connected, so the
wildlife and people who live within them can thrive.

Wherever possible we buy land outright. But where land is owned communally or
through customary ownership, we use lease or community conservation agreements
to give it equally strong protection.

Experts agree that saving land is
the most effective way to save
threatened species. Your gift can
protect and restore rare habitats,
protecting life within them to let
nature start glorious chain reactions
that allow wildlife to thrive.

From the tiniest fungi, plants, and
insects to birds, frogs, and reptiles, to
big cats and elephants, a gift in your
Will can protect whole ecosystems,
across wide landscapes. Nature can
bounce back and recover in spectacular
ways if given the opportunity.

Across the globe, the communities we
work with now safeguard the future of
over 12,900 species. And in places like
Colombia’s extraordinary cloud forests,
it means we can help save some of the
most threatened species in the world
from extinction, protect the widest
range of life, and even discover new
species previously unknown to science.

On 850 hectares of Colombian Cloud Forest on the Guanacas Reserve
you've protected 665 animal species, from pumas to chocolate frogs and
38 species of hummingbird, each of which pollinate up to 2,000 flowers a day.

in the rich forest of Buenaventura.”

There’s a corner of Ecuadorian rainforest that will

forever be protected for wildlife, thanks to long-term Anne Clifford, Major Giving Manager
World Land Trust supporter, Denyss Wilsden. He made

many generous donations in his time, almost all of

them to support our projects in Ecuador.

Now his legacy will live on in 358 hectares (884 acres)
of land, which has enabled the Buenaventura Reserve
to be expanded to 3,700 hectares (9,143 acres),
protecting wildlife from the threat of logging, mining,
and expanding agriculture forever. It has also extended
the Buenaventura Reserve further north and to higher
elevations, helping threatened birds such as the El Oro
Parakeet and Tapaculo respond to climate change by
moving to cooler parts of the reserve.

The protected habitat is a lasting tribute to a man who
played a significant role in the success of Buenaventura
and took great pleasure in defending Ecuador’s wildlife
over several decades. We are forever grateful to Denyss
for his support.

Buenaventura is a critical stronghold for the El Oro Parakeet, which is
threatened by extreme habitat loss and degradation. First discovered
in 1980, fewer than 1,000 individuals are thought to remain in the wild.

to consider the legacy you’d like to leave to the next generation

Think through what you own

Consider the value of your home, savings, investments or possessions. Then subtract any mortgage, loans or bills outstanding.
This will add up to your ‘estate’ i.e. how much might be left over for your loved ones or any charities you wish to support. Of course,
things change but it's good to know where you stand.

Decide what advice you need

World Land Trust can help you write a simple Will for free, thanks to our partnership with Farewill or with National Free Wills
Network. If you prefer to make your own arrangements, the Law Societies in England & Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland
can help.

Your adviser will need a list of all the family, friends or charities you want to remember in your Will. Did you know that unmarried
partners won’t automatically benefit from your Will unless you specifically mention them within it? Think about who you’d most like
to help and how much you'd like to give to everyone.

If you need to write a new Will, we have partnered with Farewill to offer you the option to write a simple Will online for
free. A brief series of questions allows Farewill to create your Will, with live chat or phone support available. Your Will is
then checked by their legal experts who approve it for you to print, sign and have it witnessed.

Helpfully, as your life and family changes, they can also help you update your Will. Just £10 a year gives you the
on-going specialist support you need. It's a really easy way to look after loved ones or support the charities, like World
Land Trust, that mean the most to you. Simply click to arrange a call back, go online or call 020 8050 2686 letting
them know you are a World Land Trust supporter.

If you would prefer to speak to a local solicitor, then the National Free Wills Network can help. Simply call us on

01986 874422 or emaiil us at legacies@worldlandtrust.org and they will send you all of the details you need to arrange
a face to face appointment. During the call they’ll discuss the benefits of writing or amending a Will, value your estate
and outline any tax implications, help you ensure your loved ones are looked after and how to consider any provision
you may want to leave to charities like ours.

What can | leave to World Land Trust?

Any gift, large or small is amazing and will secure land, save species
and protect our planet. You can choose to leave a fixed sum of money,
known as a pecuniary legacy. Or you can make a residual legacy
leaving a share of what remains of your estate after other gifts have
been made. This helps to keep your gift more in line with inflation.
Others prefer to leave a specific item, such as land, property or
personal possessions. Your solicitor can advise on the advantages
and disadvantages of each type of bequest.

Are there any tax benefits if | leave a

charitable gift in my Will?

Gifts to charities are exempt from tax, so are taken out of your estate
before inheritance tax is assessed. As well as supporting a cause that’s
important to you, some people leave gifts to charity to reduce the tax
they owe. Contact HMRC or a solicitor for expert advice.

All you're likely to need is a simple document called a codicil. A codicil
is kept with, but not attached to, your existing Will. We can supply

you with a simple form to create a Codicil and attach it to your Will.
Sometimes, it makes sense to write a new Will and the free Will writing
experts at Farewill and National Free Wills Network can help.

If my circumstances change, can | change my mind?

Of course. A change in financial or family circumstances often means
you will want to update your Will. Your Will is a very personal document
setting out your final wishes and so it's important that you remain
happy with your decisions.

A SIMPLE GUIDE TO THE
LANGUAGE OF WILLS

 Assets: These are the things you own with monetary value, such as property,
a car, savings, investments and personal possessions.

« Beneficiary: This is a person or charity who will receive a gift in your Will.
« Codicil: A simple legal document that alters your Will.

e Estate: Your estate is the value of everything you leave behind after any
debts have been paid.

« Executor: Someone you appoint in your Will to carry out your final wishes,
such as a solicitor, family member, or friend.

e Intestacy: This happens if you die without making a valid Will, and the law
decides how to divide up your estate.

« Legacy/bequest: A gift in your Will to a person or charity.

« Probate: The legal process granting your executor(s) permission to go
ahead and administer your Will.

« Residue: What is left of your estate after expenses, administration fees, gifts
of fixed sums of money and personal possessions have been distributed.

e Testator: That's you - the person making the Will.
» Witness: The two people legally required to sign your Will.

* Will: Your legally binding document that sets out who should
inherit your estate when you die.
